WATER INDICATORS |WAT-3: HEALTHY RIVERS AND STREAMS

RATIONALE

Aguatic life serves as the “canary in the coal mine,” alerting us to environmental changes in
specific strearmn and river reaches like pollutants entering the water or environmentally
degrading land use practices. People benefit from healthy rivers and streams through more
enjovable and safe recreational opportunities, more healthy fish to catch and eat cleaner
water to swim in and enhanced aesthetic value attributed to clean waterways. Stream
monitoring programs, though methods and rating systems differ by state, assess the
abundance, diversity and condition of invertebrates and other aquatic life to summarize an
overall stream health score. Based on a comparison of relative scoring systems amang
rmonitoring programs commonly used in Great Lakes states you should aim for a goal of
receiving at least 70% of the total points offered in your strearn monitoring program.
